Give Life
Refugees often cannot access
medical care.  

Khadija (pictured) was relieved
to have a free appointment
with the paediatrician at one of
the two clinics run by DSPR
Jordan.  He confirmed both her
children had the flu.

Khadija had been worried about
her daughter who was not
doing well.  The doctor found
she had a lactose allergy and
could not tolerate milk and
yoghurt.   Best of all, DSPR
gave her enough special milk
to feed her daughter for the
next six months.  Now she is
confident her daughter will
flourish.  

A Refugee Life

Life is not easy for Palestinians
living in the refugee camps.  It is
their home but not their
homeland. Refugees have limited
access to healthcare and
education or work opportunities.
Funding to the United Nations
has been cut in recent years.  

According to the United Nations, a
Palestinian refugee is any person
whose "normal place of residence
was Palestine during the period 1
June 1946 to 15 May 1948 and who
lost both home and means of
livelihood as a result of the 1948
conflict."  The descendants of these
people also meet the criteria,
making a total of 6 million people.
Jordan is host to the largest
population of Palestinian refugees
with more than 2 million Palestinians
and 702,768 refugees from Syria
and elsewhere.
