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Pacific Tsunami Appeal

The tsunami triggered by an earthquake with a magnitude of 8.3 on September 30 has devastated the southern coasts of Samoa and American Samoa as well as Niuiatoputapu in Tonga.  The death toll has reached 148 and is expected to rise.  Thousands have been left homeless and the resulting damage is considerable.  All three countries are struggling to respond to the high level of need created by the tsunami.
Churches and local partners are contributing to local relief efforts, providing much needed help and support as the people grieve the loss of loved ones, seek medical assistance, food and water supplies and find temporary shelter.  The Pacific Conference of Churches and its local members are assessing the next steps and making plans to support local communities as they support each other and rebuild their lives and livelihoods.   
Christian World Service will help local groups in the months ahead as well as assist with immediate needs.
